THE FATHER OF TRAFFIC SAFETY

It all started in 1867, long before the car was invented. William Phelps Eno was only

nine years old then. He and his mother were travelling in a carriage pulled by horses in New
York City. Suddenly they found themselves in the middle of a traffic jam. Young William
learnt from that incident that to keep the traffic moving there needed to be some rules.

At the end of the 19™ century, carriages started to be replaced by cars in American cities.
At the age of 40, Eno left the family business to work on road safety. He developed the first
traffic plans for New York, Paris and London. It was Eno’s idea that all vehicles going in the
same direction should drive on the same side of the street. He also invented stop signs,
one-way streets, taxi stands and many other traffic-related solutions. Without Eno’s work,
driving would be a much more dangerous experience today.

Although William Phelps Eno is known as the “Father of Traffic Safety”, he did not believe
that cars would become so widely used in the future and expected that people would soon
become bored with them. In fact, he hated cars and never learned to drive. When he had to
go somewhere by car, he hired a driver.
