Museum Ships

years. In October 1982, a special
machine lifted the “Mary Rose” out of the
sea. The event was watched live on
television by 60 million people worldwide.
The ship and all the objects found in it can
be admired in the Mary Rose Museum
located in Portsmouth.

The “Cutty Sark”, the fastest sailing ship of
its time, has been visited by thousands of
tourists since it was opened to the public
iIn 1954. |In 2007 the deck was damaged
by fire, but fortunately most of the ship’s
original structure was saved. On board
you will meet people dressed up as
characters from the ship’s past and hear
their fascinating stories about the
everyday activities of the ship’s crew
during their long journeys.
